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1- INTRODUCTION

The European Union (EU), recognized as one of the world's most influential economic and political blocs,
has strategically employed sanctions as a tool for advancing its foreign policy objectives. Sanctions, typically
viewed as restrictive measures aimed at influencing state and non-state actors, have become central to the EU’s
approach to promoting its values and enforcing international norms. The EU has acquired an important role on
the global stage in the past two decades and its sanctioning policy is one of the elements that have contributed to
this. The institutional capacities of the EU in imposing restrictive measures have developed from loose
cooperation in the foreign and security policy sphere to a complex and well-developed mechanism that regulates
how the 27 members can reach binding decisions in the security domain within the boundaries of the EU legal
framework. However, their effectiveness, legal foundation, and ethical implications are subject to ongoing debate.
The Treaty on European Union (TEU) includes restrictive measures as one of the possible tools that can be
employed to pursue the goals of the CFSP. The imposition of sanctions falls under the CFSP domain and the
process is regulated by Articles 30 and 31 of the TEU. The right to undertake initiatives lies with any member
state and with the High Representative of the Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy, who can act also
with the support of the European Commission. This research seeks to answer the following key question: "What
is the normative legitimacy of EU sanctions, and how are they enforced both domestically and internationally
while managing associated legal challenges?" The hypothesis posits that while the EU strives to promote values
such as democracy, human rights, and the rule of law, it faces significant challenges in ensuring that its sanctions
regime remains both legally sound and effective. The study applies lan Manners' Normative Power Europe (NPE)
theory as a central framework for analyzing the EU's sanctions regime. This research explores how sanctions serve
as an instrument for the EU to enforce its normative goals on the international stage. Key issues explored include:

1. The legal basis and compliance of EU sanctions with international law.

2.The alignment of EU sanctions with its normative power identity.

3.The broader implications of EU sanctions on global governance and the EU’s credibility.
2- PURPOSE

This research aims to:
-Analyze the legal frameworks underpinning EU sanctions, focusing on their conformity with international
law and EU treaties.
-Assess the theoretical basis of sanctions as instruments of normative power, particularly in advancing
values such as democracy, human rights, and the rule of law.
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-Examine the challenges of enforcing sanctions, including procedural inconsistencies, ethical dilemmas,
and geopolitical resistance.

By addressing these objectives, the study seeks to enhance understanding of the EU’s sanctions regime as
an instrument for advancing international norms, in alignment with the EU's identity as a normative power.

3- METHODOLOGY

The study employs a qualitative, theoretical, and analytical approach, drawing on academic literature, EU
legal documents, and theoretical frameworks. The methodology is structured around the following elements:

1. Theoretical Framework:

Ian Manners’ Normative Power Europe (NPE) theory serves as the primary lens for analyzing the EU’s use
of sanctions. Manners’ theory argues that the EU, as a normative power, seeks to influence the world by promoting
its values—such as democracy, human rights, and rule of law—through peaceful means, including sanctions. This
framework provides insights into how the EU's sanctions can be understood as a tool for shaping global norms
rather than coercing other states. According to Manners, the EU's power extends beyond traditional military or
economic influence; instead, it functions as a normative power that shapes global norms and values through non-
coercive means, including sanctions.

2.Legal Analysis:

The study will review primary and secondary EU legal instruments governing sanctions, including
regulations, directives, and the legal procedures for their imposition. The alignment of these sanctions with
international legal frameworks, such as the UN Charter, will also be assessed, particularly focusing on the legality
of unilateral EU sanctions outside UN Security Council resolutions.

3. Normative Analysis:

The research will evaluate how EU sanctions align with the Union’s self-stated goals of promoting
democracy, human rights, and the rule of law. Ethical dilemmas, including the humanitarian impact of sanctions
on civilian populations, will also be examined, especially in light of the EU’s commitment to promoting human
dignity and global justice.

4- FINDINGS

The research reveals that the EU’s sanctions regime reflects its dual identity as both an economic power and
a normative actor. However, this duality often creates tensions between the EU’s normative commitments and the
practical challenges of sanction enforcement.

1. Legal Challenges:

- The EU’s sanctions operate within a complex legal framework that seeks to balance EU regulations with
international law. While the Union strives to comply with international norms, unilateral sanctions, especially
those not endorsed by the UN Security Council (UNSC), often draw criticism for violating international legal
principles.

- The extraterritorial application of EU sanctions raises questions about their compatibility with state
sovereignty and the principles of international law.

2. Normative Aspirations:

- Sanctions are a crucial tool in advancing the EU’s normative agenda, particularly regarding human rights
and democracy. However, their implementation often exposes contradictions. For example, broad sanctions can
inadvertently harm civilian populations, undermining the very norms they seek to promote.

- The EU’s reliance on sanctions, rather than military force, reinforces its identity as a civilian power
focused on normative rather than coercive influence.

3. Operational Challenges:

- The enforcement of sanctions is complicated by procedural inconsistencies and the lack of uniformity
among member states. Diverging national interests, political priorities, and economic considerations hinder the
consistent application of sanctions.

- The effectiveness of sanctions remains difficult to evaluate, particularly in cases where target entities
circumvent restrictions, thereby reducing the desired impact.

This study places EU sanctions within the broader context of global governance, emphasizing their role as
instruments of both coercion and norm promotion. The analysis highlights several key themes:

1. Legitimacy and Compliance:

- The legitimacy of EU sanctions is integral to its identity as a normative power. However, unilateral
sanctions that are not in alignment with UNSC resolutions often face legitimacy challenges.

- The targeting and proportionality of sanctions are crucial factors in ensuring their compliance with both
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EU and international law.
2. Ethical Considerations:

- The unintended humanitarian consequences of sanctions, such as the negative impact on civilian
populations, raise ethical questions. Striking a balance between effectiveness and ethical responsibility remains
one of the primary challenges for the EU in its application of sanctions.

3. Global Governance Implications:

- The EU’s sanctions regime is a critical element of its role as a rule-maker in global governance, yet
geopolitical resistance from major powers like Russia and China underscores the limitations of the EU’s normative
power. These tensions highlight the challenges the EU faces in enforcing its values on the global stage.

5- CONCLUSION

The EU’s sanctions regime exemplifies the complexities of promoting international norms in a multipolar
world. While sanctions serve as a valuable tool for advancing the EU’s foreign policy objectives, their
implementation often reveals tensions between the EU’s normative aspirations and the geopolitical realities in
which it operates. To improve the legitimacy and effectiveness of its sanctions, the EU should:

1. Strengthen its legal frameworks to ensure greater alignment with international law.

2 .Improve the proportionality and targeting of sanctions to minimize unintended humanitarian impacts.

3.Foster greater cohesion among member states to enhance the consistency and enforcement of sanctions.

By addressing these challenges, the EU can reinforce its credibility as a normative power and ensure that
sanctions remain a viable tool for advancing its foreign policy goals. This research contributes to the growing
body of literature on EU foreign policy by providing a comprehensive analysis of the sanctions regime and its
relationship with the EU’s identity as a normative power. Future research could explore the intersection of
sanctions with other policy tools such as diplomacy, development aid, and trade agreements, to better understand
how they collectively contribute to the EU’s efforts in promoting international norms.
